Ida Krailsheimer, née Eisenmann
Deported to Riga in 1941.
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Ida was born on April 27th 1900. Her parents were Selma and Ab-
raham Eisenmann who lived in Floss, a small Jewish rural commu-
nity in the Upper Palatinate.

She married Max Krailsheimer from Nuremberg. The couple
had a son, Kurt Gustav, and a daughter Ruth. Ida and Max were
later divorced.

On July 9th 1941 Ida Krailsheimer left Heilbronn for Rexingen,
probably under duress. She was lodged in Neckarsulmers’ house
in 7 Bergstrasse before being deported to Riga.

Max Krailsheimer was deported to Riga from Nuremberg. The
son Kurt Gustav emigrated to Holland with his maternal grandpa-
rents. All three were deported to Sobibor via Westerbork in 1943.
The daughter Ruth managed to flee to Palestine.
